Energy-efficient lighting

Consider low-flow showerheads 
and faucets, and be sure to repair leaky fixtures. WaterSense

Rethink other water 
features
Have a pool, fountain, 
or other water features? There are several actions you can 
take to lower your energy and water usage here as well. 
Regularly covering your pool and using a solar blanket will 
reduce heating (and cleaning) costs. 

An energy-efficient pool pump and filtration system can save 
you thousands of dollars in the long run. For smaller water 
fountains or ponds, a solar-powered or hybrid pump offers a 
more eco-friendly solution.

Incorporate shade
Planting trees in your yard offers multiple benefits. The 
shade will make your outdoor living space more enjoyable, 
and require less usage of ceiling fans or air conditioning in 
a sunroom or porch. Well-developed trees offer the dual 
benefit of helping block sunlight and heat from your home 
which further reduces energy costs. Other shade solutions, 
such as awnings or pergolas, can also help achieve those 
goals during the hot summer.
